This
certification is to validate the application of your knowledge on developing cross
platform applications using HCL Volt MX 9.5.

The HCLSoftware Certified Volt MX 9.5 Professional Developer must demonstrate skills
associated with developing applications using the Volt MX product in areas such as Ul
design, UX, IRIS low code capabilities, IRIS SDK, IRIS widgets and data format, IRIS coding,
Foundry, Foundry SDK, Foundry custom code, Application technical requirements, IRIS
extensibility, Foundry extendibility and Marketplace components.

Exam Results

The HCLSoftware Volt MX 9.5 Professional Developer (HCL-VMX-PDEV-95) certification
exam is a pass or fail exam. The exam is scored against a minimum standard established
by HCLSoftware subject matter experts who follow certification industry best practices
and quidelines.

The exam is scored based on a Sum of Scores which is then converted into a percentage
to determine pass or fail. The sum of scores is achieved by weight assigned to each
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individual question based on level of complexity. The minimum score required to pass the
exam is 58 out of a total of 83 points, which is 70%.
